RESOLUTION NO._4_0_7 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ESTABLISHMENT OF A THOMPSON FALLS PUBLIC LIBRARY MULTIJURISDICTIONAL SERVICE DISTRICT.

WHEREAS, Montana law Title 7, Chapter 11, Part 11 MCA authorizes municipalities and counties to form multijurisdictional service districts to provide library services; and 

WHEREAS, The City of Thompson Falls, Montana, and the County of Sanders, Montana, desire to provide a higher level of library service than can be provided by either local government acting alone; and

WHEREAS, the name of the proposed district will be the Thompson Falls Public Library District; and 

WHEREAS, the district is established to assure the continued existence and availability of free public library to the people in the Thompson Falls Public Library District; and 

WHEREAS, the establishment of the district is for the convenience and necessity of the residents of the proposed district to provide the people therein with the fullest opportunity to enrich and inform themselves through reading by providing the services of a free public library; and 

WHEREAS, the boundary of the proposed Thompson Falls Public Library District is the same as that of the Thompson Falls High School District (Sanders County School District No.2), a map of which is attached as Exhibit A; and 

WHEREAS, The estimated annual cost of operating the Thompson Falls Public Library District is $21,500, which will be financed by a district-wide levy of not to exceed five (5) mills during the first year of operation, and not to exceed three and one half (3-1/2) mills for each year thereafter, the higher mill levy in the first year of operation being needed to establish the necessary reserve fund. Furthermore, the principal buildings and facilities shall be located in the City of Thompson Falls, and since the district levy would cover only the basic costs for the Library for the first few years of operation, the City of Thompson Falls agrees to provide the following services for the Library as long as the library remains in the existing City Hall and as long as there is adequate space in the existing City Hall: 

1. Adequate space to house the Library 

2. Building insurance at present cost 

3. Administrative recordkeeping & pay roll processing at 

present cost 

4. Building repair and maintenance 

5. Utilities (lighting, heating & cooling) 

6. Ground maintenance, snow removal 

In addition, the City of Thompson Falls will be responsible for the accumulated vacation and sick pay for the current library employee up to the time of implementation of the Thompson Falls Library District. 

Any end of year surplus tax revenue will be placed in a reserve trust fund for the purpose of acquiring capital equipment (furniture, shelving, etc.) and/or for remodeling, expansion, etc., in accordance with MCA Section 22-1-305 and 306. 

   The City of Thompson Falls shall have custody of the funds of the joint city-county library, and the Treasurer of Sanders County shall transfer monthly to the City all monies collected for the joint city-county library. 

The District Library Board of Trustees shall submit its budget proposal to the City Council and the Board of County Commissioners in sufficient time for each to include their recommendations in their annual budget considerations; and 

WHEREAS, the Thompson Falls Library District will be governed by a board of Trustees composed of five members. The Trustees shall be appointed and hold office in the manner and for the terms described: 

1. The Mayor with the advice and consent of the City Council of Thompson Falls shall appoint two members, both of whom must be residents of the City. 

2. The Chairman with the advice and consent of the Board of Sanders County Commissioners shall appoint two members, both of whom must be non-city residents residing within the District. 

3. The Mayor and the Chairman, with the advice and consent of the City Council and Board of County Commissioners shall jointly appoint the fifth member. 

Not more than one member of each governing body shall be, at anyone time, a member of such board of· Trustees, and Trustees shall serve no more than two full terms in succession. Trustees shall serve without compensation, but their actual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance of official duties may be paid 

from library funds.

Each Trustee appointed after the initial appointments shall serve a term of five years, and vacancies on the board shall be filled by appointment by the Mayor and City Councilor the Chairman and Board of County Commissioners or both, depending upon which of those bodies appointed the original Trustee for that particular term. The initial appointments shall be for staggered terms of 1,2,3,4, and 5 years with the County making the initial appointments for the 1 and 3 year terms and the City making the initial appointments for the 2 and 4 year terms, and both the City and County jointly making the appointment for the initial 5 year term. Vacancies in the Board of Trustees shall be filled for the unexpired term in the same manner as original appointments. The board of Trustees will administer their duties in accordance with Section 22-1-305 MCA through 22-1-317 MCA; and 

WHEREAS, the. multijurisdictional service district of the Thompson Falls Public Library shall be funded by a District wide tax levy not to exceed five (5) mills during the first year of operation and not to exceed three and one half (3-1/2) mills for each year thereafter, unless an additional levy is imposed in accord once with the laws of the State of Montana; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners conducted a public meeting on the proposed Thompson Falls Public Library District on October 14, 1992 at the Sanders County Courthouse after publishing 


notice in accordance with law;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Sanders County, Montana to authorize establishment of the Thompson Falls Public Library Multijurisdictional Service District as described herein, by interlocal agreement between the City of Thompson Falls and Sanders County, subject to the notice and protest provisions of Section 7-11-1107 MCA
